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H1N1 Precautions

To reduce the spread of HINL1 in schools, certain measures -- such as hand hygiene, cough/sneeze
etiquette, staying home when ill and keeping the school environment clean -- can prevent or reduce
the spread of influenza. The Huron County Health Unit is encouraging all students, staff and
volunteers to stay home when ill until they no longer have a fever and are well enough to come back
to school.

When reporting your child(ren)’s absence from schoo [, please indicate the reason as illness and specif  y the
type of iliness (stomach illness, breathing related , or other) . The school is now being asked to tabulate this
information and report weekly illnesses to the Health Unit that we can identify and respond to outbreaks. Check the
school or Board website for a link to updates on HIN1.
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Students in JK/SK, grades 2,4,6,8 and special education classes will be
included in a dental screening. Any children who have been previously identified
by the CINOT program will also be seen.

Financial help is available for children in urgent need of care who do not have dental insurance.

As a preventive service, topical fluoride applications and dental sealants will be offered to eligible
children.
