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Kindergarten Registration for September 2010 

Our school's registration date is Thursday, Novembe r 27th, 
2009. 

We are now preparing to register children for Junior and Senior Kindergarten through 
our “Calling All Three Year Olds” Program. Children entering Junior Kindergarten must 
be four years of age on or before December 31, 2010 (born in 2006) while children 
entering Senior Kindergarten must be five years of age on or before December 31, 2010 
(born 2005). 

The purpose of the program is to identify any developmental delays in children one year 
before they enter school to give parents time to link with community services to address 
the delay. Doing so can improve the developmental and social outcomes of children, 
especially when addressed at a critical age in early child development. 

An information package and registration forms are now available. We ask that you call 
the school office and set up an appointment for Thursday, November 27th between 1:00 
and 3:30 p.m. to register your child. The registration process should take approximately 
1 hour.  If you are registering, please drop in to the office to pick up the necessary forms. 
Fill out the forms to the best of your ability and drop them by the school prior to 
November 27th. Also, parents will need to bring your child’s birth certificate, baptismal 
certificate and immunization record. 

If you do not have any children of JK or SK age but know someone who is, please share 
this information with them and have them contact the school.
